RULE #2

Add ‘-es’ to masculine
nationalities that end with a
consonant and drop the accent
mark if applicable.

Examples
e Alemadn = Alemanes

* Japonés = Japoneses
e Egpanol = Espanoles

RULE #3

Add ‘-es’ to nationalities that end
with i and keep the accent.

Examples
* Marroqui = Marroquies
o Isroeli = Israelies
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
