Abrir Abriendo Abierto
-IR NO To open Opening Opened

DEFINITION & EXAMPLES ABRIR

Depending on the context and parts of speech it's used with, abrir can mean:
To open, To turn on (only for water faucets), To open up, To unfold/unwrap, To start/set up (a business)

Formula
[Abrir conjugated] + [complement]

Alguien me abrid la bolsa.
Someone opened my bag.

Edith nunca se abre con nadie.
Edith never opens up to anyone.

Mis vecinos van a abrir un restaurante.
My neighbors are going to open a restaurant.

Take Note: Use direct object pronouns when you want to replace the thing someone opens. However, you must use indirect object
pronouns if you're opening something for someone (like a door). Finally, when using Spanish reflexive pronouns, abrir means to open

up.
